On 22 January 2007, the rating agency Fitch Ratings Ltd. informed the Management Board of ING Bank Śląski S.A. about upgrade of foreign currency Issuer Default rating (long term rating) to ‘AA-‘ from ‘A+’. Outlook on the foreign currency Issuer Default rating is Stable. 

The action follows the upgrade of the Republic of Poland's foreign currency IDR to 'A-' from 'BBB+' and of its Country Ceiling to 'AA-' from the level of 'A+', at which it was constraining the foreign currency IDR of ING BSK.
 Other ratings were confirmed as unchanged:

· individual rating 'C/D',

· rating of short-term liabilities 'F1',

· support rating '1'.

'AA' ratings indicate very strong capacity for payment of financial commitments.
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
