2007-11-06 report nr 26/2007: Registration of the increase of the subsidiary’s initial capital 

On 5 November 2007, the Management Board of ING Bank Śląski S.A. was informed that pursuant to the Decision dated 31.10.2007, the District Court for the capital city of Warsaw in Warsaw, 13th Economic Section of the National Court Register had registered the increase of the initial capital of Śląski Bank Hipoteczny S.A., having its office in Warsaw (“SBH”), a subsidiary of ING Bank Śląski S.A. (“ING BSK”), by the total amount of PLN 50m. 

All new shares in the increased initial capital were taken up by ING BSK. After registration, the initial capital of SBH amounts to PLN 113.5m and is divided into 2,270 shares of the face value of PLN 50 thousand each. ING BSK owns 2,269 SBH’s shares representing 99.96% of the initial capital and 99.96% of votes at the General Shareholders Meeting (“GSM”) of that company. One share representing 0.04% of the initial capital and 0.04% of votes at the GSM is held by ING Securities S.A. 

ING BSK gave notice of taking up of shares as a result of the increase of the SBH’s initial capital in Current Report No. 23/2007 dated 22.10.2007.
