
2008-12-23 Report nr 28/2008: Stopping the liquidation of Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji (continued operations of the Company) and starting the liquidation of ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o.

The Management Board of ING Bank Śląski S.A. would like to inform that on 23 December  2008 at the Extraordinary Partners Meeting of ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o. the resolution was passed on dissolution of the Company and putting it under liquidation as of 1 January 2009. 

Pursuant to the resolution of the Extraordinary Partners Meeting of ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o., Marek Oczko, so far holding the position of the Vice-President of the Management Board, was appointed as the Company liquidator as of 1 January 2009. 

A motion for starting the liquidation procedure will be filed to the District Court in Katowice, 8th Economic Section of the National Court Register.

ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o. is a subsidiary of ING Bank Śląski S.A. ING Bank Śląski S.A. holds 100% of the initial capital of ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o.

Simultaneously, the Management Board of ING Bank Śląski S.A. would like to inform that on 23 December 2008 the Extraordinary Partners Meeting of Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji passed the resolution on continued operations of the Company by the virtue of which the Partners Meeting took a decision on cancelling as of 1 January 2009 the Resolution No. 2/2007 of 23.11.2007 on dissolution of the Company, thus stopping its liquidation and resolving on continuing the Company operations.

A relevant motion for cancelling the liquidation will be filed to the District Court in Katowice, 8th Economic Section of the National Court Register.

Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji is an entity incorporated in the Capital Group of ING Bank Śląski S.A. ING Bank Śląski S.A. holds directly and indirectly 100% of the initial capital of Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji. 
Moreover, Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji is a subsidiary of ING BSK Development Sp. z o.o., which holds 60% of the initial capital of Centrum Banku Śląskiego Sp. z o.o. w likwidacji.

These actions derive from the optimisation of the Bank Capital Group and from the Bank’s revised approach to real estate management.
